Course Outline - Berlin, Germany

The below information is to assist students and teachers who wish to receive credit for this program via their College
or University.

GERMAN DEPARTMENT, CREDIT INFORMATION ( if applying for credit)

This course is intended for students who want to receive University credits for German Language courses. The chief goals are
to expand vocabulary and conversational skills, strengthen grammar and to introduce key social issues and culture. The course,
taught entirely in German, introduces new vocabulary and emphasizes grammatical rules within the context of specific themes
chosen to enhance students' familiarity of customs or cultural institution that shape daily life.

Our German Language School is located centrally in Berlin and welcomes approximately 1400 students every year from up to
60 nations. It is accredited locally by the Berlin Senate, and internationally by the Swedish Ministry of Education. Like the
Goethe Institut, our school is an official testing center for ZD Zertifikat Deutsch.

Curriculum for Standard Courses

Standard courses train German for everyday communication and are complemented by afternoon activities and weekend
excursions.
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1. Contact hours per week :

15 hours of German classes (20 lessons of 45 min. international groups with max. 12 per class)

2 hours seminar on German culture every Thursday afternoon

8 two half-day excursions in Berlin with staff guide

8 hours full-day excursion in Berlin or to Hamburg, Dresden, Leipzig, Potsdam with staff member as a guide

33 hours (= 60 minutes) per week

Students usually arrive on Sundays, meet their German host, and start classes Monday morning with a placement test, helping
us to place them in one of 6 levels:

2. Levels, placement tests, exams
Courses follow the Common European Framework issued by the European Commission for language learning: with 6 levels
from A 1 till C2. To include total beginners we added one more level: A O:

AO: complete beginner
Al: elementary |

A2: elementary Il

B1: intermediate |

B2: intermediate I

C1: advanced |

C2: advanced Il

All levels are taught all year round, with starting dates every Monday (except AO: starting dates once a month). A placement test,
done in Berlin the very first day, will assess the appropriate course level. The placement test consists of a written as well as an
oral part.

COURSE OUTLINE



A little exam every Friday helps students to check their progress. The school prepares and registers students for all officially recognized exams
such as ZD, ZMP, DSH, ZOP, KDS, GDS. Please note: If a student wants to do an exam while in Berlin, s/he must register on-site with the school
administration

3. Certificates & table for grade transcripts

Students finish courses with a proficiency certificate, documenting course level, course duration and describing the student’s language skills in
detail. The certificate will give information on course content and will grade the student’s performance according to the German grading system:
Sehr gut = very good (A)

Gut = good (B)
Befriedigend = satisfactory (C)
Ausreichend = passed (C-)
Mangelhaft = failed (F)

4. Teachers, method, materials

Teachers:

- are native speakers between 26 and 45

- have an academic background with degrees in German language and/or literature

- have additionally teacher training

- most of them have been with the school for many years

- are enthusiastic and give excellent communicative tuition

- combine the function of a coach and a teacher

- have expertise in other fields (photography, journalism, business consultancy etc) which inspire
their teaching and make them interesting people to talk to

Method:

We teach in tandem, with 2 teachers resonsible for every class, and alternating at every break. That way students get to hear more than one
voice and speaking style.

- communicative approach with teachers animating students to speak as much as possible

- teachers continuously correct students and encourage them to repeat and do better

- German is the only language spoken in class, from the first day on

Materials (included in the course price):

- Text books: Passwort Deutsch (levels A0, A1, A2), Tangram (levels B1, B2), EM (levels C1, C2) - we
constantly monitor new publications and may employ additional text books that seem appropriate

- Hand-outs like newspaper articles, literature etc.

- Multimedia-teaching with CDs, OHP, video and video camera

- For self study students can lend books and audio tapes from the library
